We all looked forward to the upcoming year working to support those with cancer and their families.
Programs were running including Beautiful You, Expression of Art Thru Your Eyes was cancelled for the fall as not enough  interest and we held a most successful Nutrition workshop  in Winkler utilizing some of the funds we gratefully received from the Winkler Foundation. Plans were underway for a new Fitness, Balance and Strength Program partnering with gyms throughout our service area. Our most utilized program Transportation and Accommodation supported by volunteer drivers, community coordinators and family drivers ensured clients got to their treatments and appointments in a safe and comfortable manner.
We were able to support people who needed massage and garments for treatment of Lymphedema and through the generosity of the community we could provide some financial support for those who were suffering the financial woes and burden of a cancer diagnosis.

We were planning for our Annual Fashion Show to be held in April. This is the major fundraiser done by the SCCR Board and staff with fantastic community support.

Meg Peters our Administrative Resource Coordinator took Maternity Leave for which we all were so thrilled for her and her husband. Joelle Grace was born April 8 a miracle baby girl for Meg and Steve. Coral Doherty was hired on a year term and has done a great job in her role as Administrative Resource Coordinator during an exceedingly difficult and stressful time.

Deb Thiessen our Program Resource Coordinator and Coral have worked diligently to meet the needs of our clients.

The Covid 19 Pandemic struck like nothing any of us had ever faced and the Board and staff had to make very many strained and complicated decisions. Like everyone the world over our lives changed. We made an exceedingly difficult decision to discontinue our volunteer driver program April 3. We continued to support family drivers and have recently agreed to subsidize clients who had to utilize public transportation. Our board has continued to meet regularly at times virtually and others in person when allowed to depending on restrictions. This has raised challenges for staff and board however we ant to ensure our membership we are striving to support all clients and their families.
